Explanatory Notes
1 This standard is derived from Level 8 of Science in the New Zealand Curriculum, Learning Media, Ministry of Education, 1993. This standard is also related to Putaiao I roto I te Marautanga o Aotearoa Learning Media, Ministry of Education, 1996.

2 Terminology:

Integrated contexts draw on diverse information from more than one strand of Science, or within one strand, and may involve unfamiliar or unexpected situations.

Critically analyse requires the student to analyse and/or evaluate in detail the material presented, including identifying key points and any problems with conclusions, discussing bias and validity if relevant and separating fact from opinion if required.

Methodology refers to all the aspects of the scientific method covered in Science in the New Zealand Curriculum.

Consistently refers to demonstrating across a range of integrated contexts. Perception shows the application of insight (new understandings) in the analysis and evaluation of integrated contexts.
